Position of Prepositions
Rules

1. The preposition is usually placed before the noun or pronoun it governs, but it is

often placed at the end of the sentence when the relative pronoun is omitted; as,
» That is the boy (whom) | was speaking of.

2. In interrogative sentences the preposition is often placed at the end; as,
» What are you talking about? » What is this made of?
* What do you want me for? » Who are you looking for?
3. When the object is the relative pronoun that, the preposition is always placed at
the end; as,
* Here is the book that you asked for. « This is the boy that | spoke of.
